Providence Neighborhood is a low-
income area where most of its residents 
stay less than five years in one place. It 
is located one-half mile south of Doak 
Campbell stadium, off Lake Bradford 
Road, on either side of Levy Avenue, as it 
cuts through to Innovation Park. 

At the community’s geographical 
and spir i tual  center  l ies 
the Providence Missionary 
Baptist Church, pastored by 
Rev. Walter McDonald. On 
Saturday mornings, members of 
the neighborhood gather there 
to receive food assistance that 
includes packaged food, and 
fresh vegetables that is supplied 
by the Farm Share warehouse 
near Quincy, Florida.

Once a year, in late August, 
the Providence Neighborhood 
Association, together with the 
City of Tallahassee, sponsor 
“Fun Day,” the purpose of 
which is (1) to build ties and 
friendships, and (2) to get the 
kids enthusiastic about a new 
school year. It was this event, 
12 years ago, that initiated 

Trinity’s partnership with Providence. 
Ever since, Trinity members have been 
popping bags and bags of popcorn to an 
endless line of happy kids.
Trinity’s plans to serve this community in 
2014 are as follows:
1. Trinity’s pan/steel drum band will play 
  at the Fun Day in August.
2. Trinity members will distribute 
  food to the neighbors in front of 
  Providence Church. 

3. Trinity members will participate in 
neighborhood trash pick-up.
We might also consider forming 

Trinity teams that could rotate 
throughout the year distributing food 
and picking up trash once a month. 
Perhaps Trinity’s pan/steel drum band 
could play another concert? 

Is it Trinity’s providence to serve 
Providence Neighborhood?

�e construction and operation of the Providence Neighborhood Community Center is the result of 
coordination, cooperation and funding support by the City of Tallahassee, the Delta Kappa Omega Housing 
Foundation, the Providence Neighborhood Association, nearly 30 volunteer service provider groups and 
individuals, and the Tallahassee CRA.
