The nature of our worl is such that we are not able to attend 
services ashore regularly, but when we are afforded such an· 
opportunity we allenjoy going. The Catholics have a very nice 
smll church in a tropical setting------- Non-secteriari services 
are held ea.ch S:unday morning for all others. 
Mabel and the children enjoy church and Stmday School at home 
very much. It is and has been a necessary part of her life • .I 
would like being present there with her on Sundays as before. 
I hope it will.not be too lcng before we can continue·our att­
endance together. 
The weather down here is very moderate. The days are warm--­
not hot--- and the nights a.re cool and pleasant for rest. We 
have a special tropical uniform of shorts and short-sleeved 
open throated shirts which is particularly comfortable and I 
believe could be adapted to golfing at the Country Club. The 
rainy season is about due to set in so we can expectsudden 
drenchings almost any time of the dayo 
The Navy has some nice clubs in this area for the Officers and 
Enlisted men. Much is done for our comfort and pleasure. · We 
have two movies each night and boxing bouts periodically. We 
enjoy swimming, tennis, softball, and about any other sports 
we have at home. Our trips to other places and islands in the 
vicinity are al·1:vays a great deal of pleasure. We are continu­
ally seeking things to send home. Mail service is pretty good--­
I receive letters in about a week from home----- Mail call is 
the one high-light in our daily routine.
